



Minutes of Annual Meeting of CARR Membership
February 23, 2009
Location: Genoa-Hugo Auditorium
· Board Members present: Travis Taylor, Becky Thompson, Dianne Clark, Kenny Yoder, Michael Zimmerman, Ryan Britten, Scott Ravenkamp, & Gerald Schreiber.
· 39 people were in attendance other than board members.
· Travis Taylor called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM
· Minutes from meeting of January 11, 2009 were moved to be accepted and passed.
· Treasurer’s report: $20,525.56 in checking.  
· We currently have 76 members.
· Kenny reported that he talked with Judy Vick about our taxes and was told that we did not need to file a tax return.
· Becky moved to accept the treasurer’s report, seconded and passed.  
Old Business:

· Travis updated the group about the R2C2 final report.  As a board we have 3 major concerns:
1. Utilities-we have been told that utilities are not a part of this corridor, yet the study lists 9 possible utilities that could be used.
2. Lists only 26 homes and businesses in proximity to the new lines.

3. Major problems with grain hauling issues in the study.

· Legislation: SB-63 was voted down in committee down party lines with democrats defeating.

· RMRA-Becky updated the group about how the RMRA and R2C2 studies will be combined at the end of the RMRA study.  RMRA should be completed in July.

New Business:
· Should CARR join Progressive 15 & Action 22?  Will cost about $500 per year to be in both groups.
· Jay Jolly moved that we do not join-no second-the motion dies
· Becky Ravenkamp moved that we join both groups-seconded-passed with one opposing vote.
· It was discussed that we should talk with the electric companies that they might support not having the railroad lines put in.  
· Should CARR participate in the Citizens Advisory Board that CDOT is putting together?
· After much discussion Becky moved that we participate, Kenny seconded-motion passed, one nay vote.
· How do we want to see the Advisory board made up?  Kenny moved, seconded and passed the below parameters to be sent to Tammy Lang at CDOT as to how CARR would like to see the Citizens Advisory Board to be seated:
· No more than 24 people
· CARR is allowed to appoint ½ of the people
· Should CARR pursue Coordination mandate with the county Commissioners of the counties that are affected by the relocation?
· Becky moved that we first create a committee to make sure that Coordination mandate will be beneficial for our counties and go forward with whatever their recommendation is-seconded and passed with one nay vote.
· The committee will be made up of Jay Jolly, Gerald Schreiber, & Scott Ravenkamp.
· John Parmer moved and was seconded by Sharon Newsom that the CARR board be reimbursed for mileage to meetings on behalf of CARR at $0.40 per mile.  The motion was amended to include parking-seconded and passed.  The amended motion by John was voted on and passed.
· Becky Ravenkamp moved that we open an associate membership for $50 that would allow someone to donate, but would not allow them a voting privilege.  Motions was seconded and passed.
With no additional business the meeting was adjourned at 9:07 PM
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
