



Minutes of Meeting of CARR

October 4, 2009

Location: Dianne Clark’s home-Karval, CO

· Board Members present: Travis Taylor, Becky Thompson, Diane Clark, Ryan Britten, Mike Reystead, & Scott Ravenkamp.
· Travis Taylor called the meeting to order at 1:10 PM
· Minutes from meeting of 2/23 & 5/31 were moved to be approved with corrections-Scott and Kenny were both present at the meeting on 5/31.
· Treasurer’s report: dispensed with the Kenny not present.  Becky reported that check # 1006 was written to her for $659.35 for repayment of several items that she paid for.  The report of items for reimbursement was given to Dianne to give to Kenny. It was moved by Diane to pay Scott $160 for mileage for 2 days of meetings for the transportation commission. Old Business:

· Transportation committee meetings September 16th & 17th update: Travis & Scott

· Tammy Lang said that the money for the Eastern Plains study is on the back end of some Federal Legislation.

· At the inertermodal meeting, Tammy gave a 5 minute overview of relocation process from 1970 to present.  Passenger rail was never mentioned but the need for increased coal traffic moved off the front range.

· There are 4 new transportation commissioners

· Michelle Scheuerman is the person from CDOT in charge of the Citizens Advisory Board.  Something should be out around January 1st.

· RMRA is not going the way CDOT wants.  CDOT is not paying RMRA so Harry Dale has put a stop on the study until they are paid.

New Business:

· Mike Reystead talked about how important it is that the board get the word out to the membership the importance of keeping up the fight.  Even though CDOT and the state government says they have no money, this bypass is obviously still being pushed politically and money is being found to keep it going.  
· Fighting with legislation this year may not be a very good idea since this is an election year.  Might not get much accomplished.  Better to strengthen the CARR base, and look to next year.
· Stewards of the Range national convention in Denver November 5, 6, & 7.  Scott is going to call them and see if CARR board can meet with them to discuss legislation, our particular situation as it pertains to private property rights, and name of good property rights lawyers that could help us for the future.
1) Becky moved that CARR pay for the registration fees for any board members who can attend the conference.  Seconded and passed.
· Annual meeting
1) See if stewards of the range might be able to come and speak

2) Dates to try: Monday Jan 25th or Monday February 8th- Genoa-Hugo Auditorium and we will pay for the stewards of the range to come if they can.  Ryan moved- seconded- passed.
