· Travis reported on the meeting that CCA had with Department of Ag, CDOT & Ag Commissioner Stulp on Tuesday, 8/12/08.  Tim Larson is the Ag rep for the TAC committee for R2C2.  Many facts came out in the discussion:

· 700 million to build line A, 1.1 Billion for line B

· Tax revenue to the state will be $5,000/mile/year

· Sterling to Amarillo will save them 2,000 to 2,500 gallons of fuel per train which equals $300,000 per year

· Confidentiality statements being signed by the TAC group are now in question as to them even existing

· Tim Larson is trying to get a meeting with the commodities groups, CARR, Farm Bureau, CDOT, Farmer’s Union, and the rail roads to try to quell rumors and get facts.

· Becky discussed the meeting on Wed. 8/13/08 with Carla Perez, senior policy advisor to Governor Ritter.  The meeting went very well with her stating that we should have representation in this process and that we need to put our concerns down formally.

· There will be a meeting with the County Commissioners, CDOT, and commodity groups in mid September
· Public meetings on the project are slated for October, but no dates for sure.
